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Highlights of 2004

On behalf of the Lu Rees Archives Management Committee, we wish to acknowledge the generous support of the University of Canberra Library. Since 1980, the Library has provided invaluable expertise on practices and procedures, catalogued the book collection and given generous inkind support. We also wish to acknowledge the support of the eight Branches of The Children’s Book Council of Australia and its National Executive which provide funding for the position of the Lu Rees Archives Administrative Assistant. This part-time position, begun in 1995, provides 14 hours per week for 10 months of the year. This position, and the dedication of many volunteers, have contributed to the many successes outlined in the Lu Rees Archives Timeline of Achievements in Appendix 1.

In 2004 to accompany the Walter McVitty Publishing Archive housed at the Lu Rees Archives, Walter McVitty wrote a 226 page incisive, informative and highly entertaining memoir, A Life in Children’s Books. Colin Thiele, in his Foreward, described Walter McVitty Books as ‘a phenomenon among Australian publishing houses. It appeared unexpectedly, achieved rapid success, lived brightly for thirteen years and then disappeared of its own volition.’ (Thiele in McVitty 2004: v) Lothian Books published this tale of McVitty’s childhood discovery of books and reading, his life as an academic and author of scholarly works, a widely-read and feted critic, and his trials and joys as a small, independent publisher. 

The AustLit Gateway is a web-based resource covering Australian literature from 1780 to the present day. It features 463,020 works by 78,102 creators by mid-October 2004. Launched in August 2002, Austlit indexes and describes Australian literature in a variety of print and electronic sources. The Lu Rees Archives is the prime contributor of information on children’s and young adult authors, illustrators, publishers and critics to this amalgamation of seven Australian universities’ datasets while continuing to build its collection of onsite materials available for researchers. The Lu Rees Archives website, created in 1997, recorded 18,461 visits by mid-October 2004. The website continues to attract around 2,700 visitors each year.

From an initial collection of 500 books, the Archive collection now stands at approximately 14,800 titles, including 1,200 overseas translations. Initially there were 50 research files on children’s authors and illustrators. By mid-October 2004, 307 files had been created. The Archives’ book collection received donations of 738 books, including 144 overseas editions; and 15 serial titles between 10 October 2003 and 20 October 2004. Also between these dates, 27 publishers and 35 individual groups donated books; manuscripts; artwork and many other types of material. 

Under the Cultural Gifts Program this year, the Archives accepted. Garry Disher’s manuscripts and papers for his works for young people. A significant donation of artwork and associated material was donated by Bob Graham under the Cultural Gifts Program. This included his picture books, Max, Buffy, and Queenie, with Spirit of Hope added the previous year. We added ‘Lou Bear’ to the collection, a handpainted bear by Annette Macarthur-Onslow, a most fitting addition as this artist also painted a portrait of Lu Rees that hangs in the Lu Rees Archives. The Archives was also delighted to welcome a book sought after for many years: Wish and the Magic Nut written by Peggy Barnard and illustrated by Sheila Hawkins. This title was the recipient of the Children’s Picture Book of the Year Award in 1956. Though our copy is in pre-loved condition, it is nonetheless cherished.

This was the third year of a three-year agreement between the May Gibbs Children’s Literature Trust and the University of Canberra to feature a May Gibbs Fellow at the University. The Archives participated in three weeks of exhilarating and creative activities featuring the author Libby Gleeson. See section 6.1 of this report. In 2004, the University renewed the Agreement with the May Gibbs Children’s Literature Trust for a further three years.

A new editor for our journal, Lu Rees Archives: Notes, Books and Authors, was appointed. The Management Committee was delighted to welcome Ilze Groves as the new editor in October 2003.

The Lu Rees Archives was fortunate to have Philippa Wicks as the Acting Lu Rees Archives Administrative Assistant between February and the end of May 2004. Philippa was acting in Rebecca Kemble’s position while Rebecca was completing her Graduate Diploma in Spanish at the University of Mexico. Philippa Wicks is continuing on the Lu Rees Archives Management Committee, and we are grateful for her ongoing commitment.

The donation by Omnibus Books Publishing of their archives this year fulfils one of the Lu Rees Archives’ strategic goals to acquire children’s publishers’ archives for future research and to preserve them for posterity. With this donation, the Lu Rees Archives houses both the Walter McVitty Books and Omnibus Books publishing archives. This is a rare occurrence and one of singular historical importance.

1 Brief Historical Background

In 1974, when a government grant of $500 was made to each Branch of The Children’s Book Council of Australia, the ACT Branch decided to start a collection of biographical files about Australian children’s authors and illustrators along a collection of their books. Lu Rees, who was then president of the ACT Branch, proposed this idea to all the Branches, who agreed. As a beginning, Lu Rees donated her personal collection of some 500 books. Members of the ACT Children’s Book Council added to both the book collection and the files over the years. 

In 1979, to celebrate the International Year of the Child, Lu Rees proposed that this collection should include the overseas editions of works by Australian children's authors and illustrators. Publishers, authors and illustrators donated whatever books were available. The exception was Ivan Southall's personal collection of 83 volumes which the Branch purchased with a grant from the International Year of the Child Committee.

By 1979, the collection as a whole had grown to some 1000 books and 60 files of materials about authors and illustrators. Increasingly, requests were received to use the collection, but this was difficult as the collection was housed in the homes of Lu Rees and other Branch members. The time had come to consider the future use of the collection. While various ideas were discussed, Belle Alderman suggested the Canberra College of Advanced Education Library as a possibility. Victor Crittenden, the Librarian at the College, fully supported the idea. A more public location would mean that students, researchers and the community could have easier access. Negotiations began with the Librarian and administrators of the College. 

The Chairman of the College Council, Douglas Waterhouse, accepted the collection at a ceremony held on 15 July 1980. Conditions of use and access were informally agreed upon by both parties, with the Children's Book Council ACT Branch to retain ownership of the collection and the Library to house, catalogue and provide support in various ways. The collection was formally named the Lu Rees Archives in honour of its founder.

A formal agreement was drawn up between the Book Council and the University of Canberra (formerly the College) in June of 1991. The Agreement detailed sponsorship support by the Library, management responsibilities, access, security, and outlined termination and dissolution arrangements. This Agreement was reviewed and resigned on 24 October 2003. The Lu Rees Archives Policy Documents were approved by the Lu Rees Archives Management Committee to guide collection development, consider priorities and outline future directions. Additions to the Policy this year include the rare books policy and guidelines for accepting papers and manuscripts. 

The Archives now holds approximately 14,800 books, including approximately 1,000 overseas editions, 307 files on authors and illustrators, and a growing collection of manuscripts, personal papers, and artwork, acquired through the Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts’ Cultural Gifts Program. The records of the Archives’ holdings are included on the AustLit Gateway, a web-based database available by subscription including some access free of charge.

2. Collection Development

2.1 Author and Illustrator Files

Unfortunately this year we were unable to create many new files or update existing ones while the Administrative Assistant Rebecca Kemble was away on leave. The EAD files on the PC could not be accessed and so Acting Administrative Assistant Philippa Wicks could not do any work on them. No work was done by volunteers on the files this year either. Once Rebecca Kemble had returned from leave however, the access problem was solved and some files were updated and others created. 

During the two months the Archives is closed, the Administrative Assistant hopes to be able to do some project work adding the 29 missing files that did not transfer across from the original Lu Rees computer to our new software.

2.2 Colin Thiele Book Collection

We are still trying to complete our strategic goal of completing our holdings of the works of Colin Thiele. We have had a good response for this ambitious goal from libraries and groups in Canberra and individuals from interstate. Colin Thiele himself even donated to help us. The list has decreased from almost 200 titles to 75. The list is available online from: http://www.canberra.edu.au/lurees/aboutus/thielewishlist.htm. Any and all help in completing this list will be gratefully received.

2.3 Books and Serials

The Lu Rees Archives receives donations of books and serials from publishers, authors, illustrators, individuals and the ACT Branch of the Children’s Book Council. Without this fantastic support we would not be able to maintain such a wonderful collection. This year the Archives received 738 books and 15 serials as listed in Appendix 3.

Since the last annual report the Resources Services and Academic Services teams in the Library and (to a lesser extent) the Administrative Assistant have catalogued 978 items compared with 921 last year. Many thanks must go to Library staff for their continued efforts in both accessioning and cataloguing the new books.

2.4 Wish List

In 1999 a project was begun by the former Administrative Assistant to identify gaps in the collection of books published between 1960 and 1986. The result was a ‘Wish List’ of 271 titles. Over the last couple of years the Archives received a fantastic response, and the list is now down to only six titles. Any assistance in filling these last remaining gaps will be greatly appreciated. Thank you again to all the people and organisations who have already donated.

2.5 Selling Books not needed by the Archives

Last year during a project to remove all the second hand books not needed by the Lu Rees Archives, the idea was put forward that instead of giving the books to Lifeline as we had done in the past, we could sell them to second hand book dealers and so earn a little money for out Future Fund. Four book dealers in Canberra were contacted, and two responded and came to look at the books. Since then we have sold the books and they have been removed from our storeroom.

3. Access
3.1 AustLit: The Australian Literature Electronic Gateway

The Lu Rees Archives (the University of Canberra) is a partner in the AustLit Gateway project, along with seven other tertiary institutions and the National Library of Australia. This national project provides access to a web-based index of over 463,000 records of works (books, articles, reviews criticisms etc) and more than 78,000 records of agents (authors, illustrators, publishers, reviewers etc), all relating to Australian literature. Each institution adds and maintains their own records, and each institution is responsible for particular publications. The Lu Rees Archives is responsible for the children’s literature section, and so indexes some of the journals that relate to this.

The project to retrospectively index all our journals of children’s literature (Reading Time, Viewpoint, Magpies, Papers etc) has very nearly come to an end. All 23 issues of The Lu Rees Archives: Notes, Books and Authors have also been indexed. We have finished indexing Reading Time to the first issue of 2004 (a big thanks must go to Jane Rankin at ADFA for this!), but there are a few earlier issues of Magpies still to be done. All of our records from all of our author and illustrator files have also been transferred across to AustLit and are available through the Gateway. Although the more sophisticated search functions (and some of them are very sophisticated) are only available on a subscription basis, simpler searches and access to author biographies and full lists of works are available free of charge.

3.2 Creation of Biographical Profiles for AustLit

In 2001, 20 author and illustrator profiles were created to enhance AustLit records. Volunteers donated 37 hours to complete this project. One of our Objectives for 2002, 2003 and this year was to create another 20 biographical profiles. Although 20 likely authors and illustrators were identified, and negotiations began with indexers at ADFA as to who would do what, unfortunately the time was never found to complete the task. 

3.3 Adding Records to AustLit

Approximately five hours a week are spent adding and amending records on AustLit. As well as indexing the current journals as they arrive, the Administrative Assistants have also been indexing the new books of the Archives once they have been catalogued. Below is a table outlining which journals have been indexed since this time last year.

This year there have been two Administrative Assistants indexing on AustLit. Unfortunately statistics are no longer available for the work done by Philippa Wicks from February to June 2004. However since September last year (and excluding the beginning of 2004), Rebecca Kemble has added or amended: 191 agents, 703 works, 22 subjects, 3 places and 2 awards. Indexing is down from last year due to five months on leave.

3.4 Creation of Finding Aids

Last year four finding aids were created by Management of Archives students. They were for the papers of: Bob Graham, Pauline Reilly, Nette Hilton and Eve Pownall. Unfortunately, we have only received the electronic finding aid of Nette Hilton, so far. This one has been added to our website and to the Register of Australian Archives and Manuscripts. 

This year students are working on the papers of Garry Disher and Gary Crew. The Gary Crew finding aid will be an addition to the existing finding aid, created in 2002. The Garry Disher finding aid will be a brand new one, created for the papers donated under the Cultural Gifts Program this year.  

3.5 Facilities

Space is still an issue in the Archives, but we have made some improvements since this time last year. In the main stacks area where we house our books, library shelvers and volunteers have respaced the collection. This has vastly improved the ease of locating and accessing material, especially to those books that were housed on the very top of the shelves. Shelving has also become much easier, there is now no need to shuffle books around to fit another on the shelves. It is a much better situation from a preservation point of view as well. 

Now that our shelves are much tidier the Administrative Assistant has begun a shelf read as it has been noted that quite a few books have been misfiled. It is surprising how many considering that the Archives is a closed collection.

Our unneeded books from the storage room have been sold and removed. This opened up space for two more bays of shelves. These shelves have been filled with our author donations which were housed in the main Archives rooms, and that are still waiting on a finding aid. This in turn has opened up additional space in the Archives themselves. 

The National Archives of the Children’s Book Council of Australia have been removed from the Lu Rees Archives location, giving us additional space in the Archives themselves and in the storage room. We also now have two spare artwork drawers that the CBCA artwork has been removed from. Decisions on how best to use this space are still being made.

The Library donated another cabinet for our artwork, into which we have moved all the Bob Graham materials. This cabinet has been located in one of the Library’s spare storage rooms conveniently located opposite the Archives. The smaller artwork cabinet in which Bob Graham’s artwork was originally stored is now empty and ready for other donations and artwork.

4. Services to Clients
4.1 Clients

Our clients this year have included university students from librarianship, education, professional writing, graphic design, media studies and early childhood education. We have also had requests from researchers writing theses, as well as individuals seeking information about favourite childhood books. We have been visited by publishers and literary agents

The use of green forms filled in at the Library’s Loans desk to access Lu Rees materials has increased this year, while email enquiries seemed to have lessened a little, especially during the second half of the year. Many students have also “dropped in” while they are in the Library to look at books and get assistance researching their assignments. The use of author files seems to have declined since last year.

4.2 Volunteer Contributions

Volunteer contributions to the Archives are invaluable. Many students at the University of Canberra contribute to the Archives as part of their course requirements, and others give their time out of interest. Members of the ACT Branch of the Children’s Book Council and the community contribute volunteer hours, several having volunteered over a 20-year period. Some of their activities include accessioning new material, transliterating foreign language editions, minor conservation work, arranging and describing papers and manuscripts, creating finding aids, and creating new and updating existing research files. 

The Lu Rees Archives Management Committee, which meets six times a year, also represents volunteer efforts. Members include individuals from the National Library of Australia, the Library at the University of Canberra, the ACT Library & Information Service, the ACT Branch of the Children’s Book Council, School of Edcation and Community Studies at the University of Canberra, the Children’s Book Council of Australia National Archivist (or representative), the University’s foundation librarian, the Lu Rees Archives journal editor, and the Lu Rees Archives Administrative Assistant. Others are seconded from time to time as needs and interests dictate. The Management Committee is involved in monitoring and setting the future directions of the Archives. Their ongoing tasks include chairing, recording and disseminating minutes, overseeing finances, engaging in projects such as researching policies, updating the strategic plan, planning exhibitions, assessing gaps in the collection, soliciting articles for the Lu Rees annual journal, identifying funding sources, and monitoring various projects.

The roles of Editor and Assistant Editor of the Lu Rees Archives annual journal are voluntary positions. The estimated time involved in producing an issue is 40 hours. The Collections Development Manager’s voluntary position involves leadership and overall management of the Archives, acknowledgement of donations from publishers and individuals, management of the Cultural Gifts Program, reports, finances, hosting visits to the Archives, publicising the archives at various forums, and acknowledging all donations. This involves approximately 400 hours a year. The table provides an indication of the volunteer hours over a 10-month period in the Lu Rees Archives. The 666 hours is equivalent to 95 days or three months of full-time time human effort.

5. Preservation and Conservation
5.1 Rare Books Policies and Procedures

The Policies and Procedures for the Lu Rees Archives Rare Book collection have been finalised and approved by the Management Committee. They have been added to the Lu Rees Policy documents and to the Procedures Manual. Cardboard slips have been made up for each of the books so that we can avoid marking them. These slips will also act as a record of the usage of each book. The University of Canberra Library donated their collection of 51 rare Australian children’s books in 2003.
5.2 Ongoing Activity

As smaller new donations of papers and manuscripts were received in the Archives, some time was spent removing staples, self-stick removable notes, rubber bands and other damaging material. As students created finding aids, they too were attending to these matters. 

6 Marketing and Promotion

6.1 May Gibbs Fellow

Libby Gleeson was the 2004 May Gibbs Fellow at the University of Canberra for three weeks from 8-26 March. She spent 12 hrs or the equivalent of two days with University students. Libby Gleeson also participated in several community events such as an evening with professional artists, another with secondary school students sponsored by the ACT Branch of the Children’s Book Council, an Arts Café luncheon sponsored by the University Co-operative Bookshop, a writers workshop for grades 4-6 sponsored jointly by the National Museum of Australia and the ACT Writers Centre, a family evening at the ACT Public Library, discussions with secondary students studying children’s literature, and an ‘audience with Libby’ at the National Museum of Australia.  

During the remainder of her three weeks in Canberra, Libby worked on her own writing and illustrating projects. While at the University of Canberra, she spoke with students in graphic design, writing for young people, creative writing, children’s literature, and art education. During her time at the University, Libby Gleeson visited the Lu Rees Archives and donated a number of her overseas translations. An article describing the first three-year May Gibbs Fellowship at the University of Canberra features in the 25th issue of the due (dated 2003) and due out the end of 2004. More about the University of Canberra’s May Gibbs Fellowship can be found on the website at http://www.canberra.edu.au/maygibbs/indes.html. 

6.2 New Editor for the Lu Rees Archives Journal 

The Lu Rees Archives journal was first issued in 1981 and the next issue will be number 25. Each issue includes two-three articles, news, the annual Lu Rees Archives report, and the list of donations over the year. It is an essential means of communication with our public. Over these 23 years, we have been fortunate to have had only four editors. In late September 2003, our most recent editor of The Lu Rees Archives: Notes, Books and Authors, Damaris Wilson, resigned to open a family bookstore. We were sad to lose her valued contribution. We advertised within the University, on the Society of Editors Website, and in the ACT Children’s Book Council Branch Newsletter. Our notice was picked up by other organizations who posted the notice to their members. In particular, the notice in the Blue Pencil attracted many highly skilled persons. In fact, there were so many applicants, we were overwhelmed, especially given this was a voluntary position. 

On 10 October 2003, we appointed Ilze Groves to the position as Honorary Editor of the journal. Ilze is a freelance consultant in the fields of writing, editing, proofreading, and conference reporting. Since her appointment, she has regularly attended Lu Rees Archives Management Committee meetings, participated in a variety of our activities, and edited the 2003 journal which will be published late in 2004. Being a voluntary position has meant that we are very patient with the production of the journal and aware that we are usually a little behind.

Our new editor has studied previous issues of the journal and produced a report with recommendations for improving its layout and appearance. These recommendations were discussed and accepted at the Lu Rees Archives Management Committee meeting on 11 October 2004. The next issue will have a new look, although we agreed we are fond of the cover and this will not change significantly. We are very pleased to welcome Ilze Groves to the Lu Rees Archives.

6.3 Promotion through Researchers’ Efforts

In February 2004, the Archives was visited by Robert Bevan who spent a day in the Archives, researching images of the built environment in Australian picture books, for an exhibition at the Sydney Writer’s Festival. This research was contracted by the Royal Australian Institute of Architects who were celebrating 2004 as the Year of the Built Environment.
6.4 Website Review

The Lu Rees Archives website was created in 1997 by a University of Canberra student of librarianship for his studies. With an average of 2,700 visits each year, it has proved to be an invaluable marketing tool.  As the University is introducing a new Content Management System which will improve the look, navigation and management of the University’s websites, the Lu Rees Archives Management Committee set up a subcommittee to review its website. The three members of the Committee, Philippa Wicks, Rebecca Kemble, and Sarah Steed, have each examined the website, including its content, layout, and navigation. Once the Content Management System is in place, the site will have a new look and will be much easier to manage. 

6.5 Visitors and Promoters

Local, national and international visitors are an important way to promote the Archives. Their interest and enthusiasm for the Archives is conveyed to others and these visits often result in ongoing valuable contacts. Highlights of visitors follow. One Australia-wide source of visitors has been the May Gibbs Fellowship Program offered by the National Museum of Australia. When their authors and illustrators come to Canberra, they are invited to visit the Archives. This year, these Fellows included Krista Bell, David Kennett, Pilawuk White, and Roseanne Hawke. A picture book writers and illustrators group from the ACT Writer’s Centre visited. During Children’s Book Week authors and illustrators visiting the Archives included Wendy Orr, Tony Flowers, Nette Hilton, Karen Sutcliffe and Anne Bell.

Publishers who visited the Archives included Sarah Foster, Managing Director of Walker Books Australia, and Sandra Martin, Director of Era Publications.

Overseas visitors included a fascinating visit on 28 July of Japanese visitors organised by Austrade. Kazuto Kimura, Business Development Manager with Austrade in Tokyo and Mari Koga, President of Motovun Company Ltd, and Japanese children’s literary agent came to the Archives to research Australian children’s books with potential for translation. Dr Jessie Huang from National Yunlin University in Taiwan visited the Archives sharing her interest from her PhD in children’s literature and her teaching in this area in Taiwan. From America came Jackie Gropman, public librarian and column writer for Adults Books for High School Students for the journal, School Library Journal.

As well as the many students from the University of Canberra, we have corresponded with or had visits from researchers in Canada, Ethiopia, Deakin University, Sydney University, University of New England, Australian Defence Forces Academy, Charles Sturt University, Hong Kong Baptist University,

UNESCO, the Royal Australian Society of Architects, the National Executive of The Children’s Book Council of Australia, Australian Embassy in Beirut, and the ACT Public Library Service, 

7 Future Developments

When the author and illustrator files belonging to the Archives were converted from our original computer software to our new software in 2001, 29 files did not make it across. These files will have to be added to our new software, which uses Encoded Archival Description (EAD). With the additional funding provided by the CBCA this financial year, Rebecca Kemble will spend December 2004 and January 2005 completing this project. Our data details manuscripts, artwork, and a wide range of other material relating to the creation of Australian children’s and young adult books. There are also other files with incomplete details, and these records will also be amended, as far as the funds will allow. Once the data entry and amendments are completed, negotiations will begin to host this data on a site using Encoded Archival Description (EAD). Our proposed partner is the University of Western Australia.

We plan to undertake a small pilot project to add an HTML version on our website which will include the full contents of a selection of our research files on authors and illustrators. This will mean that when someone clicks on a creator’s name on our website, a full list of the contents of the author’s or illustrator’s file will appear. This will be appropriate for reading onscreen or printing for further research. This is an interim project which would take relatively little time while we complete our task of upgrading the research files to our EAD format. In the longer term, our plan is to join with our colleagues at the University of Western Australia in their web-based database which details archival collections of papers and manuscripts. The Lu Rees Archives records would be an enhancement to the University of Western Australia database as ours contain, in addition to papers and manuscripts, other categories of materials such as artwork, publicity material, and galleys, altogether 29 different categories of material.

The possibility of the Children’s Book Council of Australia membership contributing to AustLit through the creation of biographical profiles of children’s authors and illustrators will again be raised at the CBCA Annual General Meeting in November 2004. Although there was interest in this project last year, the time to contribute was not found by the interstate volunteers. Guidelines for creating the Author Biographies for AustLit and two examples of biographies taken from AustLit for children’s authors provide the models which are used. These appear as Appendix 4.

The Archives’ Strategic Plan 2001-2003 needs revision to carry us through the next three years. The Plan enables us to monitor our achievements and guide our future directions. From this Plan, an operational plan is devised for the current year, actioned and reported upon in these annual reports.

During the last year, the Plan was not updated due to staff shortage and increased workloads of volunteers involved in other projects. A goal for early 2005 is the update of this Plan.
The Archives has made significant progress for many years with very modest resources. It will continue to enhance its collections and offer modest, but limited, access and services to clients. In order to fully achieve our objectives, we must always be vigilant in seeking out and securing additional funding to achieve our aims as follows (Strategic Plan 2000: p iii): 

· build a research collection of Australian children’s literature for present and future researchers

· provide ready access to facilitate research

· provide efficient and effective research services to clients

· implement preservation and conservation strategies for safeguarding the collection

· promote the resources for study and research purposes

· secure financial resources for maintaining and developing the collection

APPENDIX 4: AUTHOR BIOGRAPHIES FOR AUSTLIT.
AUSTRALIAN LITERATURE GATEWAY
1. The primary role of the biography is to demonstrate the agent's significance. Biographies for the Austlit Gateway are limited to three hundred words with some flexibility depending on the significance of the author. This limit makes it essential for each biography to present the significant aspects of a person's life clearly and concisely. To achieve this, ask yourself the following questions when preparing a biography:

· What is the most significant contribution the person has made to Australian literature? Is the person remembered primarily for a particular poem or novel? Is the person remembered for their "place" in Australian literature (e.g. Caroline Leakey's novel, The Broad Arrow, is not considered "great" literature, but it is one of the first novels that uses a convict as a primary character). What are the major themes or issues that concern this person?

· What aspects of this person's life significantly affected this contribution? Are certain aspects of the person's life significant to Australian literary culture?

· How has this person's life and work been recorded (e.g. literary criticism, biographies, inclusion in anthologies, new editions etc.)?

· To get a sense of the importance of the person it is best to consult a number of sources (e.g. ADB, Oxford Companion, short and long biographies) because their reputation might change significantly within a decade. When you have answered these questions, little room will be left for general information about birth-dates, marriages, deaths etc. This type of information is already contained in the agent's record. Use it sparingly in the biography.

2. Biographies for living and deceased authors will have to be treated differently. The biography of a deceased author will remain relatively stable. A living author's biography is subject to change (marriages, divorces, births, employment etc.). Because of this, observe a more acute literary focus.

3. There will be very few opportunities to update biographies, so keep the biographies of living authors as open-ended as possible. We need to word them in such a way that they will not become quickly outdated. Try to use 'timeless' phrases such as 'has lived' (rather than 'lives'), 'has taught' (rather than 'teaches') when we don't have specific dates. When modifying information from a website or other source it will usually be necessary to rephrase sections, change the tenses and delete words such as 'currently' which anchor the biography in the present.

4. When writing the biography, consider the user and the electronic environment in which the biography is held. The page in which the author's details and biography are presented is one point within the network of information provided by the Austlit Gateway. Think of the biography as a brief point of reference for the user's further explorations. Therefore try not to provide distractions:

· Do not write with overt subjectivity. You may think the author is great, but the user might not agree.

· Do not present the author familiarly. Use the author's last name as the subject of your sentences, not their first name. If the first name of a female author has to be used for clarity, use it sparingly. For example, see the record for Barbara Baynton: or both
http://www.austlit.edu.au/run?ex-ShowAgent&agentId=(Vn.

· Do not make lists of everything an author wrote and try not to repeat information that can be found elsewhere on the Austlit Gateway (e.g. awards and honours need not be listed in the biography, but they can be mentioned generally).

· Avoid awkward sentences and confusing presentations of time. Try to tell the story of the person's life with clarity so that the significant details are easy to remember. Imagine you are explaining the significance of the person to a friend who has only two minutes to spare.

· Be mindful of privacy issues. This is most prevalent to living authors. Do not record private information unless the information has been verified or is available in the public domain. If you are unsure, store the information as a private note until the information can be verified.

· Use the Bio source field to record the sources that you have used to write your biography.

**Before saving the biography, double-check your writing and make sure the details are correct.**

Base, Graeme (a.k.a. Base, Graeme Rowland)

Born: 6 Apr 1958 Amersham, Buckinghamshire, England

Gender: Male

Biography:

Graeme Base came to Australia with his parents in 1966 at the age of eight. He attended Melbourne High School and from about the age of twelve he knew that he wanted to be a commercial artist. He studied graphic design at Swinburn College of Technology for three years and then joined the advertising world, creating newspaper advertisements, a job that he loathed. In his spare time Base did some freelance work for book publishers, illustrating book jackets and building up a portfolio. 

His first publication was a book in verse with illustrations, My Grandma Lives in Gooligulch published in 1983. This was followed by perhaps his best known and most successful work, Animalia (1986) which gained him significant international attention and for which the illustrations took three years to complete. Over two million copies of this alphabet book have been printed world-wide. In 1987 it won several awards including being named an Honour Book in the Children's Book Council of Australia awards. The Eleventh Hour an illustrated mystery in verse which appeared in 1988 drew on his ideas collected in the game parks of Kenya and Tanzania. The clues to solve the mystery posed by the story are all to be found in the detailed illustrations. 

One of Base's other great loves is music and he played drums before moving on to keyboard in a band called Rikitikitavi - the name was inspired by, although differently spelled from, Rudyard Kipling's mongoose. In 1999 he combined illustrating and music to produce The Worst Band in the Universe, which contained a CD of songs by entrants in the Worst Band in the Universe competition. Among his other publications are Days of the Dinosaurs (1985) a calendar titled Dragons, Draaks and Beasties which he followed up with The Discovery of Dragons in 1996. The Waterhole (2001) is a counting book in the style of Animalia with a similar level of illustrative detail. Base works in watercolours and transparent inks, but not oils, using whatever tools are necessary to create the effects he strives for.

Marsden, John 

Born: 1950 Melbourne, Victoria

Gender: Male

Biography:

John Marsden was born in Melbourne on 27 September 1950. He attended Devonport Primary School in Tasmania, and Eastwood Primary School and King's School, Parramatta, in New South Wales. He graduated with a teaching diploma from Mitchell College and an Arts degree from the University of New England. He was an English teacher at Geelong Grammar School and All Saints College, Bathurst.

His first novel, So Much to Tell You (1987), was immediately successful, winning the prestigious Children's Book Council of Australia (CBCA) Book of the Year: Older Readers in 1998 and other awards. Since publication, this novel has been translated into numerous languages. Marsden is unquestionably Australia's most popular writer for young adults as a result of the seven-volume Tomorrow series. He has also created picture book texts, most notably The Rabbits (1999), a CBCA Picture Book of the Year, poetry, and nonfiction. Marsden is a contemplative writer and reknown speaker. His works invariably feature serious themes such as sexuality, violence in society, survival at school and in a harsh world, and conflict with adult authority figures. His teaching background has added authenticity to his style, characterisation and themes. 

Marsden is also interested in the creative writing process itself. His Everything I Know about Writing (1993), Marsden on Marsden : the stories behind, John Marsden's bestselling books (2000) and a study of his own creative process for So Much to Tell You are a valuable addition to understanding the writing process. While many of his fictional works are controversial in terms of their content, his nonfiction work, Secret Men's Business, aimed at assisting young men to understand their sexuality, provides evidence that this writer considers himself on the side of young people. His youthful audience agree. Aiming to speak directly with youth, Marsden opened the Tye Estate outside Melbourne where young people meet to talk with him and to delve into the creative process
