The Faculty of Arts and Design has simplified its offerings in all Modern Languages (Spanish, Japanese and Chinese) for 2012 and beyond. For some time, the complexity of our language offerings and the low student numbers in many of the constituent units had made them expensive to support, and it is necessary for the Faculty to ensure that all of its efforts go to supporting high-quality, robust programs for which there is continuing high demand, from undergraduate courses through to higher degrees by research.

Effective from the beginning of 2012, the Faculty will take no new entrants into any of the following courses:

Existing students in these courses will of course be able to complete their degrees under the terms of an existing agreement between UC and ANU. You should shortly be receiving, or may have already received, a letter containing the information on this page. If you are affected by these changes, you should speak to the convener in charge of your language at UC (i.e. the convener for Spanish, Chinese or Japanese) about the units you need in order to complete your UC degree, and to get possible advice about the ANU units you might take. 

You will need to undertake a language placement test at ANU, in order to determine the best units for your individual circumstances; these units will then be credited towards completion of your UC degree.
