Scholarship Guidelines

Purpose of the Scholarship

UC Honours Scholarships are funded by the University Research Committee: 
· To encourage outstanding students to undertake an undergraduate honours degree course at UC.

· To encourage such students in due course to undertake higher degrees by research at UC.

· To help build University Research Centres’ and research areas’ research capability.

Eligibility

· Australian citizenship or permanent resident status.

· Completion of an undergraduate degree at UC or another university, with high academic achievement and demonstrated potential for research.

· Eligibility to be offered a place in a UC Undergraduate Honours Research degree course.
Benefits of the Scholarship

The duration of the Scholarship is two successive semesters full-time. Scholars receive two equal cash payments totalling $5000 (tax free). Payments are made in the first week after the census date each semester.
Conditions of the Scholarship

· Scholars must commence full-time study in either semester 1 or semester 2 2011 and subject to the following conditions should complete the degree within two semesters.

· Scholars may not defer a University of Canberra Honours Scholarship other than to participate in an approved UC exchange program.

· Scholars must maintain a satisfactory rate of progress.
