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Figure 4.100 UC's Campus will link regionally significant
landscapes — recognising the importance of Black Moun-
tain, Gossan Hill and Bruce Ridge Nature Reserve. The UC
Campus will also be linked into the wider Aboriginal cultural
landscape, recognising that it sits within a network of signifi-
cant Indigenous sites and places that link Country and people
together.
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
