ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Completion of an equivalent Australian Year 12 qualification 
(education system of 12 years of schooling) with 3 passes in academic 
subjects. Successful completion guarantees entry into the first year of 
the corresponding UC Undergraduate degree.

Alternatively, students who need additional academic support will 
be guaranteed entry into a UC College Diploma program, which 
upon completion provides direct access to the second year of the 
corresponding UC Undergraduate degree.

UC Connect developed by UC College in 
conjunction with the University of Canberra 
(UC) provides a pathway for current school 
leavers who wish to study an undergraduate 
degree at the UC and whose current academic 
qualifications do not allow them direct 
admission to the University.

•	 Numeracy and Digital Literacy - learn via range of appropriate 
technologies to assist with your studies.
